There 
are 4 targets about people in hospitals, access to services, 
keeping people safe and improving services in line with 
Valuing People Now.

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disability living in the city. We will be talking about this at the 
Partnership Board in January.

Joan talked about the Listening Lunch where they expressed 
concern about future cuts to services.  

Karen attended the Listening Lunch and they spoke about the 
Big Health Service Check and the questionnaires which had 
been sent out. Some people said that GP’s had not contacted 
carers about a health check.  
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The Listening Lunch spoke about the things on the Partnership 
Board’s agenda and said that it was very important that 
everyone was included in the work of the Partnership Board.  

At the Transitions Forum they also spoke about health and Sue 
told us that Big Health Service Check questionnaires had been 
sent out to parents of children going through transitions. One 
response had been that a GP had asked the wrong brother to 
come for a Health Action Plan. This caused a great deal of 
concern for the family.  

Action: Feedback about individual GPs should be put  onto 
Health Check Questionnaires and sent to the Health 
Facilitator 

Parents were also worried about cuts in support for young 
people with learning disabilities and the loss of the Connexions 
services.
